Prayers for each other and
those in our lives, for healing and guiding. One of our number then shared
their thoughts from a passage in Revelations, all totally unprepared but fitting
with our earlier thoughts and prayers and linking with where we were.

We closed this time with a final song to send us out remembering whom we
had met with.

It was an odd feeling, arriving at the door of Durham Cathedral to be a
pilgrim in the 21 century, wondering what it must have been like for the
thousands of pilgrims who had made their way before me. Hannelie was
the pilgrim guide for the day. We moved in through the heavy wooden
doors, across the cathedral aisles with their magnificent columns and out
into the ancient cloisters. We crossed the river, stopping to try and drop pennies onto the ledge below
the bridge, and walked out into modern Durham.
